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Servant Evangelism
We don’t have a specific outreach
scheduled for January, but I'd like
you to look ahead with me to
Easter.

We can get “Buried
with Christ” Plantable seed
Crosses for 74 cents each if we or-
der 4 dozen at a time, or $35.64 for
48 crosses. They come with a
bookmark with Rom.

We
can bundle these with connection
cards from the Church and take a
couple Saturdays in early March to
take them out door to door. If you
want to donate toward this out-
reach for Easter see Todd. We will
order the first week in February so
they have plenty of time to get
here. Imagine us going out and
giving the message of Easter to a
couple of hundred homes this
year.
