4. To solidify the financial base 

of the church.  This goal also 

had its ups and downs during 

the year.  We had some good 

months and some not so good 

months.  Thank you for your 

generosity to the ministry of 

the church.  Continue to pray 

for Godôs guidance and that 

we would be good stewards of 

what He has entrusted us 

with.
