Dear Church Family, 

 

I Corinthians 

13:13, ñSo 

now faith, 

hope, and 

love abide, 

these three; 

but the great-

est of these is love.ò 

I Cor. 13 is known to us as ñThe 

Love Chapterò in Scripture.  We 

talk a lot about our faith in Christ 

and how we need to grow in our 

faith.  We even talk about hope.  

We have hope in the future be-

cause of Christ and the fact that 

He is coming again for His bride 

the Church.  But we donôt spend 

much time talking about Love. 

Paul writes the greatest of these 

three, faith, hope and love is 

Love.   

We keep the faith.  We try to 

hope but many times we fail to 

love.   

February is also known as the 

Love Month because of Valen-

tineôs Day.  A time when the cul-

ture remembers romantic love.  

Hearts and flowers and those 

sorts of things.   

Not that those are bad, especially 

good for husbands to remember 

once in awhile, but the standard 

for love as Christians comes from 

the example that Jesus Christ 

gave us.   

John 15:13, ñGreater love has on 

one than this, that someone lays 

down his life for his friends.ò   

And thatôs exactly what Jesus 

Christ did for us, His bride the 

Church.  He laid his life down 

that we might live.  Now thatôs 

love.   

Paul writes in Ephesians 5:25, 

ñHusbands, love your wives, as 

Christ loved the church and gave 

himself up for her,ò 

Every husband who reads that 

feels a twinge of guilt wondering 

if they can every measure up to 

that kind of love. 

I know many of you have seen 

the movie, ñFireproofò that we 

are showing at our Valentineôs 

Banquet on Feb. 13th.  Some 

have even looked at the book 

from the movie, ñThe Love 

Dareò.  I have to say that may ex-

perience with the book is that it is 

powerful whether or not your 

marriage is great or some days 

not so great. 

Before Firepoof and the Love 

Dare I can honestly say that I had 

a great marriage.  But I have now 

been challenged to be a better 

husband and father and the Love 

Dare helped me to fall in love 

with my wife all over again.   

The older I get (can you tell Iôm 

turning 40 this month) the more I 

appreciate life.  God has been so 

good to me and my family.  God 

has shown great love in every-

thing He has done for us and eve-

rything He has taken us through.
