How about 

our Purpose Statement and the 

Scripture behind it? 

     Maybe you are thinking, “I 

didn’t know we had a Mission 

Statement or a Purpose State-

ment.  The problem is with 

Churches as well as in our homes, 

life seems to race by and we for-

get important concepts and what 

we are all about.  We need to get 

back to the basics.

     We, as a Church family, want 

to see each person go around this 

circle.  First, we want to see eve-

ryone come to a saving relation-

ship with Jesus Christ.  We want 

those who aren’t Christians to 

become Christians.   

     Second, we want to have peo-

ple make a commitment to this 

body of believers through church 

membership.  Two of the best 

reasons for church membership (I 

have lots of other reasons, just 

ask) to me are.  1.  As a member I 

place myself under the covering 

and accountability of the Elder-

ship.  As a member I give the 

Elders permission to hold me ac-

countable to Scripture.  2.  As a 

member I have a vested interest in 

the success of the body.  I have 

identified myself with it and will 

support it with my time, talent 

and treasure.  I am saying I am a 

part of the team. 

     Third,  we want to see every 

Christian move on toward matur-

ity in their Christian walk.  This 

involves being in a Bible Study or 

Accountability Group beyond the 

Sunday Morning Worship Ser-

vice.  I need to be in a group that 

I can ask questions, have fellow-

ship with, pray with, and work 

together with to help me grow in 

my faith. 

     Fourth, we want to see every 

Christian serving in love.  

Whether it is serving within the 

body or outside the body we be-

lieve in an every member minis-

try.  The church leadership is to 

equip people for works of service 

(Eph. 4:12) not to do all of the 

ministry.   

     We are in this together.  So 

this month I want to ask you the 

question, Where are you?  When 

it comes to these four areas, 

which one are you at?  And what 

do you need to do to move on to 

the next area? 

     First, if you haven’t taken the 

DNA class yet, see me and we’ll 

go through it together.  We want 

everyone to understand the basis 

for ministry at CCR.  (see next 

page) 

     If you have never committed 

your life to Jesus Christ yet, this 

would be a great time to do that. 

     If you are interested in Church 

Membership we would love to 

have you be a part of our team.   

     If you are not involved in a 

small group consider coming to
