The Laborers are Few 

Dear Church Family, 

 

     Luke 10:1-2, ñAfter this the 

Lord appointed seventy-two     

others and sent them on ahead of 

him, two by two, into every town 

and place where he himself was 

about to go.  And he said to them, 

ñThe harvest is plentiful, but the 

laborers are few.  Therefore pray 

earnestly to the Lord of the      

harvest to send out laborers into 

his harvest.ò 

     Several things I want to point 

out about this passage.  First of 

all, I think you would agree with 

me that as of late it seems by 

looking around on Sunday    

mornings that the laborers are 

few.  Attendance has been down. 

     In the context of this passage 

Jesus is telling those he is sending 

out to pray for more laborers.  I 

think we need to do that as well.  

Not only is Jesus sending us out 

into this community to seek and 

save the lost, but we need to pray 

for more laborers for the task.   

     A reminder Iôm sure most of 

you donôt need: Our Mission 

Statement.  We Exist to Make 

Disciples Who Make Disciples.   

     All Churches are kind of like 

roller coasters today.  There is a 

lot of up and down and round and 

round going on.  When it comes 

to members and Sunday morning 

Church attendance it often seems 

like feast or famine.  As I pray 

with many of my colleagues each 

week this is not just at CCR but 

all around.  Attendance is good, 

attendance is bad.  Membership is 

up, Membership is down.  I think 

part of the key is to keep that 

roller coaster image in mind and 

grab a seatbelt and buckle up for 

the ride.   

     Over  t he  yea rs ,  t h i s             

congregation, like many in our 

community has gone up and gone 

down.  People have come in,    

people have left.  Now in a     

seemingly low attendance ebb I 

want to ask you to pray what     

Jesus asks us to pray.   

     First, I think we need to pray 

the prayer of Isaiah the Prophet in 

Isaiah 6:8, ñAnd I heard the voice 

of the Lord saying, ñWhom shall 

I send, and who will go for us?ò  

Then I said, ñHere am I!  Send 

me.ò  Are we willing to say to the 

Lord, ñHere am I!  Send Me.ò  

First and foremost we have to be 

willing to go into the community 

and strive to make disciples that 

make disciples.  Asking God to 

open doors with our friends and 

neighbors that we might be able 

to share ñGood Newsò.   

     Second, we need to pray for 

more laborers.  As we have been 

studying about Spiritual Gifts in 

the Adult Sunday School class I 

have been praying that God 

would send us people who have 

gifts in areas that we as a body 

are weak.  All of us have different 

gifts and abilities to work        

together as a body.  Let us pray 

that God would send us people to 

labor alongside us in Riverton to 

help us in our mission.   

     We need to also pray that God 

would send us people that we can 

minister to.  People who need    

Jesus and what He has to offer 

them. 

     One final thought on Luke 

10:1-2; Jesus said to pray          

earnestly for these laborers.  May 

we all pray earnestly this month 

for laborers to enter into the     

Harvest fields.  Riverton is a great 

harvest field let us continue to 

pray for Godôs leading and Godôs 

blessing.  For He indeed is Lord 

of the Harvest.
