We are
family. It is exciting to me to
worship with you and to share
God’s Word with you. And I
want others to know and
experience what we have found.

For several weeks I have been

Freedom:

Our new sermon series
starts the last Sunday in
April! To start preparing
our hearts here is part of a
great article by David Faust
that first appeared in The
Lookout on Mar. 8, 2009. It
is titled, “Stewing Over
Stewardship” If you would
