If
you tithe from June-Nov and feel
as if God has not blessed you for
being obedient to His Word in
this way, I will personally refund
everything you have tithed to the
church during that six month
period (you need to give by check
so our Treasurer can keep track).
If you want to take me up on this
mark the box that says: I am
doing this for the first time.

Also Elders if you want to take
me up on that money back
guarantee for church funds: we
tithe 10% to missions beyond the
local body from June-Nov. If the
church is not blessed I will
personally refund the money
given to missions for that six
months.
