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Dear Church Family,

Currently our government
leaders are debating the issue of
Health Care in America and
whether or not to have more
government control over health
care. This debate is likely to
dominate the news over the next

few months. The debate will be
fierce.
But this month in our

newsletter I don’t want to discuss
Health Care in America but rather
Church Health. In May we do the
Natural Church Development
survey that looks at eight quality
characteristics of churches all
around the world and it looks like
our Church Health has slipped a
little.

Based on surveys from 30
church members it seems our
overall health has gone down
some.

Now we can look at this in one
of two ways. We can
immediately get discouraged,
which won’t really help us at all
and will continue the downward
trend. Or we can look at this as
an opportunity to be creative and
work together to make the
Christian Church of Riverton the
best it can possibly be.

Every church in the world
goes through ups and downs in
life and now we have the
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opportunity to rise to the
occasion. Please pray for our
Church Health Team that will be
meeting over the next couple of
months to come up with ideas to
help us work on our minimum
factor.

If anyone is interested in being
on the Church Health Team, see
me, we’d love to have you join
us. The CHT takes the
information from our survey
results and brainstorms ideas to
help us make our minimum factor
our greatest strength. They then
submit a list of ideas to the Elders
and for them to consider.

Here is the breakdown for this
year:

Empowering Leadership:

This year 55. Last year65
Gift-Based Ministry:

This year 49. Last year 59
Passionate Spirituality:

This year 45. Last year 54

(This is our minimum factor for
the second year in a row.)
Effective Structures:

This year 52. Last year 61
Inspiring Worship Services:

This year 52. Last year 60
Holistic Small Groups:

This year 45. Last year 69

(Last year this was our top
characteristic. This year it is tied
for the minimum factor)
Need-oriented Evangelism:

This year 59. Last year 68
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(This is our highest characteristic
this year.)

Loving relationships:

This year 51. Last year 66.
Average:

This year 51.11 Last year 63

As you can see we’ve got
some work to do this year to
move those numbers up. Let’s
use our greatest strength: Need-
oriented Evangelism to build on
our weakest point: Passionate
Spirituality.

Let’s pray that God gives us
the opportunity to lead others to
Jesus Christ in the next 12
months. There is nothing more
exciting and invigorating in
church life than to see others find
what we have found. Passionate
Spirituality is about being excited
about our faith. And nothing is
more exciting than seeing new
Christians excited about what
God can do and is doing.

Let us remember those early
days of our Christian walk.
Those times of excitement and
wonder. Those times of joy and
determination to conquer the
world with the power of the
Gospel. May it be said of us:
They are the ones who turned
Riverton upside down. As the
disciples turned the world upside
down in their day.

John Quincy Adams:

To the inhabitants of
Newburyport on July 4th,
1837: the 61st anniversary of
the Declaration of
Independence.

“Why is it that, next to the
birth day of the Saviour of
the World, your most joyous
and most venerated festival
returns on this day? — And
why is it that, among the
swarming myriads of our
population, thousands and
tens of thousands among
us, abstaining, under the

dictate of religious
principle, from the
commemoration of that
birth-day of Him, who

brought life and immortality
to light, yet unite with all
their brethren of this
community, year after year,
in celebrating this, the birth-
day of the nation?

Is it not that, in the chain of
human events, the birth-day
of the nation is indissolubly
linked with the birth-day of
the Saviour? That it forms a
leading event in the
progress of the gospel
dispensation? Is it not that

the Declaration of
Independence first
organized the social

compact on the foundation
of the Redeemer’s mission
upon earth? That it laid the
cornerstone of human
government upon the first
precepts of Christianity,
and gave to the world the
first irrevocable pledge of
the fulfillment of the
prophecies, announced
directly from Heaven at the
birth of the Saviour and
predicted by the greatest of
the Hebrew prophets six
hundred years before?
