G o v e r n m e n t 

from Americaôs 

Providential His-

tory.  

  

What  makes 

America a Christian nation?  

Many Christians erroneously    

believe that it depends on whether 

or not our Founders were      

Christians.  Others believe it     

depends on if a vast majority of 

Americans are Christians.  The 

problem with these criteria is 

when one or more of our       

Founders are found not to be 

Christians; does that negate the 

rest?  Who determines the         

arbitrary percentage of a        

population that must be Christian 

to qualify?  100%  51%?  What 

about when even our Christian 

Founding Fathers came short of 

Godôs glory and sinned against 

the Indians or in other ways?  

Does the fallibility of Christians 

in a Christian nation negate the 

claim?  Of course not.  Even as an 

individual Christian fails morally 

now and then, he still can claim 

the name of Christ without       

reservation.  Modern ñChristianò 

books such as, In Search of 

Christian America, have made 

these fundamental mistakes in 

how one determines a Christian 

nation.      

   A  Chr is t ian  nat ion  i s              

determined by its form  of        

government, not who formed it.  

If the for of a nationôs                 

government is shaped by Biblical 

ideas of man and government, in 

contrast to pagan or man centered 

ideas, then the nation is a       

Christian nation.   

  In 1867 The North American 

Review declared that ñthe      

American government and      

Constitution is theé political    

expression of Christian ideas.ò  

Our Founders were universally 

convinced of this truth.  Even   

unorthodox believers such as 

Benjamin Franklin often publicly 

cited Scripture.  In the             

Const i tut ional  Convent ion    

Franklin said: 

   ñWe have been assured, Sir, in 

the Sacred Writings that óexcept 

the Lord build the house, they 

labor in vain that build itô [Psalm 

127:1].  I firmly believe this, and 

I also believe that without His 

concurring aid we shall succeed 

in this political building no better 

than the builders of Babel 

[Genesis 11].ò 

     The ideas embodied in our 

Constitution without a doubt, 

stem primarily from the Bible.
