Hold Fast! 

Dear Church Family, 

 

     Romans 12:9-21, “Let love be 

genuine.  Abhor what is evil; hold 

fast to what is good.  Love one 

another with brotherly affection.  

Outdo one another in showing 

honor.  Do not be slothful in zeal, 

be fervent in prayer, serve the 

Lord.  Rejoice in hope, be patient 

in tribulation, be constant in 

prayer.  Contribute to the needs of 

the saints and seek to show     

hospitality.  Bless those who   

persecute you; bless and do not 

curse them.  Rejoice with those 

who rejoice, weep with those who 

weep.  Live in harmony with one 

another.  Do not be haughty, but 

associate with the lowly.  Never 

be wise in your own sight.  Repay 

no one evil for evil, but give 

thought to do what is honorable 

in the sight of all.  If possible, so 

far as it depends on you, live 

peaceably with all.  Beloved, 

never avenge yourselves, but 

leave it to the wrath of God, for it 

is written, “Vengeance is mine, I 

will repay, says the Lord.”  To the 

contrary, if your enemy is hungry, 

feed him; if he is thirsty, give him 

something to drink; for by so   

doing you will heap burning coals 

on his head.  Do not be overcome 

by evil, but overcome evil with 

good.”    

     Good advice that Paul gives to 

the Christians in Rome.  Each one 

of the phrases could probably   

occupy our time for quite a while. 

     How do we 

hold fast to what is 

good?  I picture 

clenched fists 

hanging on tightly 

to a rope.  Holding 

fast to that which 

is good.  It’s all right to hold the 

rope for a little while but if you 

are pulling on it for any length of 

time your hands and arms get 

tired and you let your hands go 

slack.  It’s a good thing we have 

our fellow brothers and sisters in 

Christ alongside of us to help 

hold fast to what is good.  They 

can be a great help when we get 

weary in this journey of faith. 

     Or what about being slothful 

in zeal?  Is your zeal waning?  

Are you excited about the things 

of God and working to building 

up His kingdom?  Or are you 

tired and worn out?   

     Are you being     

fervent in prayer?  

Prayer is one of those 

powerful weapons in 

the life of the Christian 

that isn’t used often 

enough.  Join us on 

Sunday nights at 6PM to renew 

your fervor.   

     Are you serving?  Each one of 

us using our gifts in service to the 

church and community is God’s 

plan and design for the body of 

Christ.  If you aren’t using your 

gifts ask how you can be more 

involved.   

     I could go on but I think you 

get the idea.  Paul’s words to the 

Roman Christians are just as     

applicable to us today as they 

were when they were written     

almost 2000 years ago.  They are 

words of encouragement and they 

are words of challenge.  May we 

rise to the occasion and set the 

example that 

others may see.  

Jesus said you 

are the light of 

the world.  And 

you are the salt 

of the earth.  

While we have a few more weeks 

of summer where we often get out 

and get away and take part in fun 

events and activities let us not 

forget to be salt and light.  May 

others see Christ in us. 

     Hold fast to what is good.  

Hang on tightly because the 

world wants to tear that away and 

redefine what is good.  May we 

be good students of the Word so 

that we can discern good from 

bad.
