Giving Thanks 

Dear Church Family, 

 

I know it is cliché to say that time 

moves on faster and faster every 

year, but I can hardly believe that 

we are racing towards the holi-

days again.  With Thanksgiving 

soon upon us, Christmas is just 

around the corner and it will be 

another year.   

So as the modern American fam-

ily tends to rush through life, it is 

nice that we still have the oppor-

tunity and the privilege of paus-

ing one day this month and giving 

Thanks.  

I Cor. 11:23-26, ñFor I received 

from the Lord what I also deliv-

ered unto you, that the Lord Jesus 

on the night when he was be-

trayed took bread, and when he 

had given thanks, he broke it, and 

said, ñThis is my body which is 

for you.  Do this in remembrance 

of me.ò  In the same way also he 

took the cup, after supper, saying, 

ñThis cup is the new covenant in 

my blood.  Do this, as often as 

you drink it, in remembrance of 

me.ò  For as often as you eat this 

bread and drink this cup, you pro-

claim the Lordôs death until he 

comes.ò 

It is interesting to me that on this 

night when Jesus institutes the 

Lordôs Supper, the night that 

Scripture says He was betrayed, 

he pauses to give thanks to God.  

Here in the midst of the upcoming 

suffering, here in the midst of the 

Passover meal, Jesus pauses to 

say Thank You.   

The whole concept of the Pass-

over was a feast to commemorate 

the death angel passing over the 

homes of the Israelites before the 

exodus from Egypt.  All those 

who had the blood of the lamb on 

their doorposts were ñpassed 

overò (spared) from death. 

As we pause each Sunday to re-

member our Lordôs sacrifice with 

the Lordôs Supper we too give 

Thanks for the blood of Jesus that 

covers over our sins and spares us 

from eternal deathðthat separa-

tion from God.  Next Sunday as 

the bread and cup are passed 

make sure you pause to remember  

what it is you are thankful for. 

The Pilgrims were also thankful 

for Godôs provision in their lives.  

Almost half didnôt make it 

through the first winter.  Food 

was scarce, there was drought to 

contend with.  But God is faithful 

and these hearty Pilgrims also set 

down amongst a meal and gave 

thanks.   

Each year some op ed piece ap-

pears in the paper by some col-

lege professor somewhere trying 

to make the claim that the Pil-

grims are not thanking God that 

first Thanksgiving but thanking 

the Indians and themselves for 

having survived.  No Providence, 

no divine intervention to those 

who would like to rewrite history.  

If you take the time to read Gov-

ernor Bradfordôs Journal, ñOn 

Plymouth Plantationò you get an-

other story.  These God fearing 

people knew that they could not 

survive without the help of god 

and they called out to him for 

help and thanked Him for His 

provision.   

May we pause this Thanksgiving 

and do the same.  Not a thank you 

for all the wealth you have 

blessed me with, but thanks for 

your Son and the opportunity to 

spend eternity with you.
